SESSION RULES 

 Session order: Race, Fast, Medium, and Novice 

 Novice and Medium Classes will be lead. Novice 120kph, Medium 180kph. 

 The lead rider of Novice and Medium Classes will wear a yellow CDMTCI vest.  No 
passing the leader. Any rider passing the leader will be expelled. 

 Sessions will be limited to approximately 45 riders at the discretion of the Clark of the 
Course. 

 There will be 12 minute sessions between 9:30am to 12pm and 12.45pm to late 
afternoon. 

 Riders are to form on the dummy grid prior to the start of their session – not after. 

 All sessions will be as per the notice board in the dummy grid area. 

 Pillions may be taken only in the Novice session. 



 
FLAGS 

 Flag Waved during the session: Slow to 50kph and be prepared to stop.  

 Follow marshals directions at all times. 

 End of session: Chequered flag waved – slow down and proceed to the infield return at 
the end of the esses. 

 Do not return to the pits without the all clear signal from the flag marshal.   
 
 
GENERAL RULES 

 All riders and pillions MUST sign the indemnity. 

 CDMTCI reserves the right to expel any rider at any time for any breach of the rules as 
laid down by Manfeild or the CDMTCI. 

 No refunds will be given. 

 All glass is to be taped. 

 No public access beyond the pit gates and No public parking beyond the pit gates. 

 CDMTCI reserves the right to close the circuit for any reason it sees fit. 

 Bikes are to be WOF safety standard 

 One rider to one bike, one bike per rider 

 All riders must produce a Drivers Licence
